Unfortunately last year was a very dismal

financial situation for many dairy farms, not

only in Jefferson County, but throughout the state. This year is slightly better, but many farms are
trying to dig out from the debt they accumulated last year trying to keep their businesses running.
Even with this frustrating financial situation, many farms are pushing forward to implement their
BMPs.

This summer we are looking at constructing a number of practices including silage leachate
collection systems and vegetated treatment areas for bunk silos; barnyard water management
projects including heavy use area protection and diversion of clean water; and waste storage
structures.

As we progress through these projects we will be documenting the improvements (with photos)
made at each site, and we will showcase some of these projects in future newsletters. We also
hope to sponsor a conservation tour this fall to showcase the work done by our farms in Jefferson
County.

We are working with farms that are active participants in the Agricultural Environmental
Management (AEM) program. AEM is designed to help farmers further protect soil and water
resources and other important natural resources. By participating in AEM, farmers can document
their environmental stewardship and contribute to a positive image of agriculture in their

OARE MY TREEG ?606

Recentl y | have received a barrage of questions
wrong with the tree in my yard? ...all the |l eave
about invasive species like Emerald Ash Borer, Asian Long Horned Beetle and the Sirex wood Wasp and
how they affect our trees and forests. Landowners are scared that they will lose their trees. However, what
we are seeing lately affecting our forest are simply the signs of a late frost.

We are seeing many species of trees located throughout the county withfbnged leaves or brown

dried-up leaves falling off. In most cases this is the result of the frost we had in late May. Many species of
trees were leaved out and those fresh tender leaves got nipped by the frost. They are now drying down and
falling from the tree. Typically the affected tress will set a new leaf and do just fine. You will often notice thatithe kit

smaller than usual, but it is normal and can carry out the same function as the original leaf.

The sad part is that many landowners have been approached by opportunistic business owners to either remove the suspect tree
from the yard, or harvest the trees from the forest. They are telling landowners that the tree is going to die anywayetandow

Jefferson County SWCD recently learned that a Recreational Trails Program matching fund grant has

been funded by the Federal Highway Administration. The $107,760 grant will be used to repair
recreational trails in Washington Park and the Worth lot.

The trails to be repaired are currently utilized for motorized anenmatorized recreation. The funds ar
greatly appreciated as the trails are in poor condition from motorized misuse in the past. We plan
geotextile and gravel to create a trail that will hold up to the anticipated traffic. To prevent

future misuse, a portion of the grant will be used to purchase signage and barriers to ex-

clude illegal motorized use on inappropriate trails.

We plan to create a multise trail system in Jefferson County that will be utilized by both
resident and neresidents user groups. This funding will help to bring economic
prosperity to the region.
